ALBANY PORT TOURS

Public bus tours through the Albany Port will be run on the second Friday of each month,
commencing at 10.00am. The tours will start and finish at the Albany Visitor Centre.

See the facilities, ships and export products from inside the secure zone and find out what really
happens at Albany Port.

What is the tour?

The tour is a bus trip through the secure area of the Albany Port. Your guide will give you an
overview of the port facilities, how it all works, a few facts, a bit of history and anything else we
can think of that might be of interest!

When do the tours run?
The tours will be run on the second Friday of each month. In 2012 the dates will be:

How long does the tour take?
Approximately 40 minutes.

How do | book a ticket?
The tour costs $5 per person (children under 12 are free).

Tickets can be purchased from the Albany Visitor Centre open 7 days, 9.00am — 5.00pm. Cash
sales only.

Where do | get on the tour?
The tour will start and end at the Visitor Centre. The bus will be in the car park outside the Visitor
Centre and marked with a ‘Port Tour’ sign.

Group Bookings

The tour will usually be held on a coach seating up to 55 passengers and should be able to
accommodate most groups if tickets are booked in advance through the Visitor Centre.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION

You must be ready to board the bus five minutes before the scheduled tour start time as the bus
has to keep to schedule.

The wharf area of the port is a secure zone and security restrictions are enforced. Passengers
will have to stay on the bus at all times.

Please note that there are no toilet facilities on the bus so plan ahead. The tour will take
approximately 40 minutes. Public toilets are available at the Visitor Centre.

You are welcome to take photos from the bus during the tour. The bus will stop periodically so
that features around the port can be explained.
